4  BELIEVE IN JESUS CHRIST TODAY!

• Jesus was born of a virgin to save people from their sins (Matthew 1:20-21)
• Sinless Christ died and paid the complete payment for all your sins on your behalf.
• God raised Christ from the dead, liberating (moksha) him from the pain of death. (Acts 2:24)
• Repent and believe in Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of all your sins.
• �To repent means to genuinely feel sorry for your past sins and to decide to change your life  

going forward for the better in gratitude for receiving God’s perfect solution.
• �To believe means to trust in Jesus Christ as the reliable solution from God to pay for all your sin (past, 

present and future) through his death.
• To believe also means to confidently attain moksha through his resurrection from death.
• Receive the gift of eternal life and oneness with God forever. (Ephesians 1:7, Romans 5:5)
• If you refuse to believe and reject this gift of God, you remain condemned (John 3:17-18)

• �Moksha is not attained through good karma or bad karma but rather it is a gift of God.  
Receive salvation from God TODAY, because you do not know if you will be alive tomorrow.

• Moksha is for human beings and not for any other forms of life, so make a choice TODAY!



To receive God’s gift of eternal life, repent of your sins and 
believe in Jesus Christ and do not count on your good works.
